Who Counts assignment:  integration of statistical data and graphic representations into three research assignments

Writing (70 pts.)

Three assignments consisting of thesis statements and annotated bibliographies on assigned topics and a final paper proposal are intended to build toward your final paper.

· Thesis statements and annotated bibliographies (15 pts. ea, total 45 pts.)  The goal of these statements is to create an hypothesis about the relationship of literary representations, historical representations, and statistical representations of the emergence of each of the course themes:  the emergence in the Victorian period of  1) democracy; 2) capitalism; 3) globalization.  First, you will need to identify a topic to research, which must address the theme of the unit:  I will provide you with prompts to help you identify questions to research.  Then you will conduct research using appropriate bibliographic and research tools.  The final product with be a 3-page thesis statement synthesizing your literary, historical and statistical evidence and a 2-page annotated bibliography consisting of a) an accurate bibliographical citation of 1 literary, 1 historical and 1 statistical source and b) for each work, a paragraph summarizing the item’s content and explaining its relevance to your thesis.  
· Research paper  (25 points)  A comprehensive and coherent argument synthesizing your three thesis statements, and defended with literary evidence, historical evidence, and graphic representations of statistical evidence.
